The Professional Engineers Ontario Scarborough 
Chapter (PEOSC) successfully launched its first 
Aspiring Engineering Scholarship 2009 program 
in the summer of 2009. The chapter board 
constituted a scholarship sub-committee and 
nominated Ranee Mahalingam, P.Eng., Ken 
Chiu, P.Eng., Samer Zabana, P.Eng., and 
Kwame Johnson, EIT, as members. 
 
The committee designed a flyer and circulated to
